It
is the largest provider of
funds for humanities pro-
grams in the United States.

The project “Miami-
China Connection: En-
hancing Chinese Cultural
Studies at Florida Interna-
tional  University (FIU)
and Miami-Dade College
(MDC),” builds upon the

success of recent Depart-
ment of Education Title VI
grants, “Asian Globaliza-
tion and Latin America,”
and “South Florida Con-
sortium for Asian Arts and
Culture” involving FIU
and MDC. Both institu-
tions are striving to re-
spond to the tremendous
growth in demand for
learning Chinese and un-
derstanding China in a
multicultural context.

FIU has recently made
great progress in the field
of Asian Studies; however,
the main strength of the
program has been in Japa-
nese language.

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OUTREACH: JAPANET YEAR 2

JapaNet, a three-year professional
development program funded by
the Japan Foundation Center for
Global Partnership, provides K-12
teachers with an overview of Japa-
nese history, culture, religion, so-
ciety, and politics. The purpose of
the project is to foster an aware-
ness in the community about Ja-
pan in the global environment. At
the end of the seminar held twice
annually, teachers incorporate
their knowledge about Japan by
creating lesson plans evaluated by
consultant Lucien Ellington of
the U. of Tennessee at Chatta-
nooga and then successfully inte-
grated in their classrooms.

Each year, a variety of speakers
make presentations pertinent to the
central topic.

Year 2 stressed the
issue of Japanese migration to the
Americas and national identity,
and the third year will focus on
political and economic issues in
international perspectives.

The second year began with
Steven Heine providing an over-
view of Japanese history and cul-
ture as well as Japanese interac-
tion with the Americas.
